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21‌ ‌When‌‌Jesus‌‌had‌‌again‌‌crossed‌‌over‌‌by‌‌boat‌‌to‌‌the‌‌other‌‌                       
side‌‌of‌ ‌the‌‌lake,‌ ‌a‌ ‌large‌‌crowd‌‌gathered‌‌around‌‌him‌‌while‌‌                     
he‌‌was‌‌by‌‌the‌‌lake.‌‌‌22‌ ‌Then‌‌one‌‌of‌‌the‌‌synagogue‌‌leaders,‌‌                       
named‌‌Jairus,‌‌came,‌‌and‌‌when‌‌he‌‌saw‌‌Jesus,‌‌he‌‌fell‌‌at‌‌his‌‌                       
feet.‌‌‌23‌ ‌He‌‌pleaded‌‌earnestly‌‌with‌‌him,‌‌“My‌‌little‌‌daughter‌‌is‌‌                     
dying.‌‌Please‌‌come‌‌and‌‌put‌‌your‌‌hands‌‌on‌‌her‌‌so‌‌that‌‌she‌‌                       
will‌ ‌be‌ ‌healed‌ ‌and‌ ‌live.”‌‌ ‌

24‌ ‌So‌ ‌Jesus‌ ‌went‌ ‌with‌ ‌him.‌ ‌A‌ ‌large‌ ‌crowd‌ ‌followed‌ ‌and‌‌                     
pressed‌ ‌around‌ ‌him.‌ ‌‌25‌ ‌And‌‌a‌ ‌woman‌‌was‌‌there‌‌who‌‌had‌‌                     
been‌ ‌subject‌ ‌to‌ ‌bleeding‌ ‌for‌ ‌twelve‌ ‌years.‌ ‌‌26‌ ‌She‌ ‌had‌‌                   
suffered‌‌a‌ ‌great‌ ‌deal‌ ‌under‌ ‌the‌‌care‌‌of‌ ‌many‌‌doctors‌ ‌and‌‌                     
had‌ ‌spent‌ ‌all‌ ‌she‌ ‌had,‌ ‌yet‌ ‌instead‌ ‌of‌ ‌getting‌ ‌better‌ ‌she‌‌                     
grew‌‌worse.‌‌‌27‌ ‌When‌‌she‌‌heard‌‌about‌‌Jesus,‌‌she‌‌came‌‌up‌‌                     
behind‌‌him‌‌in‌‌the‌‌crowd‌‌and‌‌touched‌‌his‌‌cloak,‌‌‌28‌ ‌because‌‌                     
she‌‌thought,‌ ‌“If‌ ‌I‌ ‌just‌ ‌touch‌‌his‌ ‌clothes,‌ ‌I‌‌will‌‌be‌‌healed.”‌‌‌29‌ ‌                         
Immediately‌ ‌her‌ ‌bleeding‌‌stopped‌‌and‌‌she‌‌felt‌‌in‌‌her‌‌body‌‌                   
that‌ ‌she‌ ‌was‌ ‌freed‌ ‌from‌ ‌her‌ ‌suffering.‌ ‌

30‌ ‌At‌ ‌once‌ ‌Jesus‌ ‌realized‌ ‌that‌ ‌power‌ ‌had‌ ‌gone‌ ‌out‌ ‌from‌‌                     
him.‌ ‌He‌ ‌turned‌ ‌around‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌crowd‌ ‌and‌ ‌asked,‌ ‌“Who‌‌                   
touched‌ ‌my‌ ‌clothes?”‌ ‌‌31‌ ‌“You‌ ‌see‌ ‌the‌ ‌people‌ ‌crowding‌‌                 
against‌‌you,”‌‌his‌‌disciples‌‌answered,‌‌“and‌‌yet‌‌you‌‌can‌‌ask,‌‌                   
‘Who‌ ‌touched‌ ‌me?’‌ ‌”‌ ‌‌32‌ ‌But‌ ‌Jesus‌ ‌kept‌ ‌looking‌‌around‌‌to‌‌                     
see‌ ‌who‌ ‌had‌ ‌done‌ ‌it.‌ ‌‌33‌ ‌Then‌ ‌the‌ ‌woman,‌ ‌knowing‌ ‌what‌‌                     
had‌ ‌happened‌ ‌to‌ ‌her,‌ ‌came‌ ‌and‌ ‌fell‌ ‌at‌ ‌his‌ ‌feet‌ ‌and,‌‌                     
trembling‌ ‌with‌ ‌fear,‌ ‌told‌ ‌him‌ ‌the‌ ‌whole‌ ‌truth.‌ ‌‌34‌ ‌‌He‌ ‌said‌ ‌to‌‌ ‌

35‌ ‌‌While‌ ‌Jesus‌‌was‌‌still‌ ‌speaking,‌‌some‌‌people‌‌came‌‌from‌‌                   
the‌‌house‌‌of‌‌Jairus,‌‌the‌‌synagogue‌‌leader.‌‌“Your‌‌daughter‌‌                 
is‌ ‌dead,”‌ ‌they‌‌said.‌ ‌“Why‌‌bother‌ ‌the‌‌teacher‌ ‌anymore?”‌ ‌‌36‌‌                   

Overhearing‌ ‌what‌ ‌they‌ ‌said,‌ ‌Jesus‌ ‌told‌ ‌him,‌ ‌“Don’t‌ ‌be‌‌                 
afraid;‌ ‌just‌ ‌believe.”‌ ‌‌37‌ ‌‌He‌ ‌did‌ ‌not‌ ‌let‌ ‌anyone‌ ‌follow‌ ‌him‌‌                     
except‌ ‌Peter,‌ ‌James‌ ‌and‌ ‌John‌ ‌the‌ ‌brother‌ ‌of‌ ‌James.‌‌ ‌

38‌ ‌‌When‌ ‌they‌‌came‌‌to‌ ‌the‌‌home‌‌of‌ ‌the‌‌synagogue‌‌leader,‌‌                     
Jesus‌ ‌saw‌ ‌a‌ ‌commotion,‌ ‌with‌ ‌people‌ ‌crying‌ ‌and‌ ‌wailing‌‌                 
loudly.‌ ‌‌39‌ ‌‌He‌ ‌went‌ ‌in‌ ‌and‌ ‌said‌ ‌to‌ ‌them,‌ ‌“Why‌ ‌all‌ ‌this‌‌                       
commotion‌‌and‌‌wailing?‌‌The‌‌child‌‌is‌‌not‌‌dead‌‌but‌‌asleep.”‌‌                   
40‌‌‌But‌‌they‌‌laughed‌‌at‌‌him.‌‌After‌‌he‌‌put‌‌them‌‌all‌‌out,‌‌he‌‌took‌‌

“Little‌ ‌girl,‌ ‌I‌ ‌say‌ ‌to‌ ‌you,‌ ‌get‌ ‌up!”).‌ ‌‌42‌ ‌‌Immediately‌ ‌the‌ ‌girl‌‌                       
stood‌‌up‌‌and‌‌began‌‌to‌‌walk‌‌around‌‌(she‌‌was‌‌twelve‌‌years‌‌                     
old).‌ ‌At‌ ‌this‌ ‌they‌ ‌were‌ ‌completely‌ ‌astonished.‌ ‌‌43‌ ‌‌He‌ ‌gave‌‌                   
strict‌ ‌orders‌ ‌not‌ ‌to‌ ‌let‌ ‌anyone‌ ‌know‌ ‌about‌ ‌this,‌ ‌and‌ ‌told‌‌                     
them‌ ‌to‌ ‌give‌ ‌her‌ ‌something‌ ‌to‌ ‌eat.‌ ‌
